Eligibility Requirements

© You must be a United States citizen and full-time resident of Hartford, Tolland, or Windham
County.

© You must have earned a minimum 2.5 grade point average on a 4.0 scale, or be in the top 40%
of your class in High School.

© You must include a copy of the completed Free Application for Federal Student Aid
(FAFSA) or your valid Federal Student Aid Report (SAR) for tax year 2011.

© Your name and full social security number, as applicant, must only appear on page 3 of the
application. To ensure a fair evaluation process, the members of the selection committee must
NOT know the identity of the person submitting. Any information on subsequent pages that
would reveal the applicant’s name or social security number, or any association with the
SBM Charitable Foundation, may disqualify the application.

© You must be applying to, or attending, a two or four year accredited college or university in
Connecticut.

Scholarship funding is awarded up to $5,000 per recipient for an academic year and awardees may
reapply for a renewal scholarship for up to a total of four undergraduate academic years.

Recipients of our undergraduate scholarship are also eligible to apply for financial support for
graduate studies at an accredited Connecticut College or University.

Recipients will be notified by mail in June 2012 and a listing will be displayed on our web site
(www.sbmfoundation.org). Awards will be sent directly to the Connecticut College or University
in June/July.
